ISSUES OF MEASURING THE MIDDLE CLASS IN ARMENIA

The middle class plays an essential role in economic and political stability, the development of hu-
man capital, democratic institutions, and effective governance. Quantitative assessment of the middle
class is necessary for targeted and consistent social policy. In this paper, we have tried to evaluate
the middle class in Armenia from both monetary and non-monetary perspectives. The results of our
analysis show that, according to the broadest relative estimates, the middle class in Armenia is "overes-
timated" and constitutes about 46.9% of households.

Another approach that estimates the middle class based on salary, education, and profession, indi-
cates that the share of middle class is 28.3%. In this context, the quantitative assessment of the middle
class is vital for choosing the mechanisms to implement a viable policy aimed at increasing welfare and
ensuring the desired results.
